STATE-RUN FIRM EESL has
floated a tender for procuring
10,000 electric cars and 4,000
chargers for coal, mines, power
and new & renewable energy
ministries as well as for provid-
ing them on rent to other de-

partments. Energy Efficiency
Service (EESL) has floated a ten-
der for procurement of 10,000
electric cars,including complete
system warranty, under the
faster adoption and manufac-
turing of electric vehicles in In-
dia (FAME) scheme of the min-
istry of new & renewable energy.

According to the tender,
3,000 AC (alternate current) or
slow charger’sand 1,000 DC (Di-
rect Current) fast charger’s com-
patible with Bharat AC-001 and
DC-001 charger specification
would be procured.

The tender is part of the gov-
ernment’s plan to promote elec-
tric vehicles in the countryin a
big way. In April, power, coal,
mine, new & renewable energy

minister Piyush Goyal had said
India would sell only electric ve-
hicles by 2030. Earlier this
month, he had admitted, how-
ever, that it may take a little
longer to replace existing petrol
and diesel vehiclesin the country.

Rlys capex sees robust
36% rise In April-July

THE INDIAN RAILWAYS has
achieved a robust 36% year-on-
year growth in capital expendi-
ture to 32,000 crore during
April-July 2017, entrenching its
status of thelast couple of years as
a key driver of public capex. The
transporter’s Q1FY18 capexjump
comes on top of a 19% annual
growth in its capital investments
in 2016-17and 59%in 2015-16.

The railways has planned a
capex of ¥1,31,000 crore for
FY18,of which ¥69,000 needs to
be raised through budgetary re-
sources and 362,000 crore
through extra budgetary means.
While expenditure from the bud-
getaryresources till July 2017 was
17,000 crore, some 15,000
crore was raised from extra bud-
getary resources.

The Centre’s overall bud-
getary capex for April-June rose
39% y-o0-y to 68,328 crore, of
which nearly 50% was defence-
related. Roads, agriculture, ur-
ban development, and housing,
apart from railways, were the
beneficiaries due to front-load-

ing of expenditure.
During April-July, the rail-
ways spent 3,154 crore

through institutional financing

The Q1FY18 capex jumped
to 232,000 crore

and 6,627 crore through part-
nerships, a focus area since the
carrier is financially constrained.
These are up around 230% and
1189%, respectively, compared
with the same period a year ago.

The capex include invest-
ments in building tracks which
saw a total spending of around
X8,500 crore,including construc-
tion of new lines, gauge conver-
sion,doublingand track renewals.

A Railway Convention Com-
mittee on track upgradation and
modernisation in a report laid in
the Lok Sabha recently observed
that on average,4,000-5,000 km
of track requires renewal each
year to keep the system in a
healthy state. However, it ex-
pressed concerns that though the
level of traffic has increased 14
times between 1950-51 and
2014-15,the trackinfrastructure
has not kept pace. “According to
the ministry, such a scenario has

arisen due to chronic and in-
significant under investment in
the Indian Railways,” it said.

The other major head under
which the railways has invested
substantially in April-July in-
clude rolling stock with ¥5,590
crore pumped in. It has also dis-
bursed X3,065 crore towards the
Rashtriya Rail Sanraksha Kosh
(RRSK) for bolstering safety.

The expenditure towards
rolling stock has been necessi-
tated due to requirement of new
coaches for trains such as Tejas,
Humsafarand Antyodaya,among
others. For example, given the
success of Humsafar trains which
comprise only of 3-tierair-condi-
tioned coaches, it has increased
its order for these trains to 1,000
coaches from 500 earlier for the
current fiscal. Also, the railways
has switched to manufacturing
the relatively safer LHB coaches
which are expensive compared
with ICF coaches.

The finance ministry earlier
this year had proposed to create
RRSK of X1 lakh crore over a pe-
riod of five years which would be
utilised for increasing safety on
the Indian Railway network. Of
the corpus, 20,000 crore is to
be allocated in the current fiscal
with the finance ministry chip-
ping in X¥5,000 crore.

2030...existing cars may take a
little longer to replace. But the
government is working on a
framework to see what we can do
on promoting electric vehicle.
The Niti Aayog is currently
tasked with preparing futuristic
vision for electric vehicles,” Goyal

had said. On hybrid cars, he had
said, “It reduced fuel consump-
tion a little bit but the future is
all electric cars.I had also recom-
mended to the finance minister
that it is not advisable for an in-
termediate technology which re-
duces the fuel consumption bya
little bit but otherwise that is not
the future, the future is all elec-
tric cars.”

Talking about lobbying for
hybrid cars he said, “It is a cam-
paign being run by those compa-
nies who don’t have electric ve-
hicles. These companies have
come to me also to convince not
to oppose hybrid cars. The world
is moving towards electric vehi-
cles and the country would pro-
mote electric vehicles.”

Sebi gets suggestion on
algo trading from US SEC

EVEN AS A probe continues into
the alleged misuse of co-location
facility and algo trading,
markets regulator Sebi has re-
ceived suggestion from its US
counterpart — Securities and
Exchange Commission (SEC).
The Sebi is also looking to
strengthen its regulation for co-
location facilityand algo trading.
“Atelephonic conference callwas
arranged between US-SEC and
Sebi officials where the SEC offi-
cials provided valuable perspec-
tives on algorithmic trading, co-
location and high frequency
trading to Sebi,” according to
Sebi’sannual report for 2016-17.
The Sebi is currently probing
alleged lapses in high-frequency
trading offered through NSE’s
co-location facility,while therole
of some of the former top offi-
cials is also under the scanner.
With a view to understanding
and imbibing the best practices
of the US SE, a Sebi team com-
prising three officials partici-
pated in an on-site examination
of mutual funds /investment ad-
visers jointly with the US-SEC.

Wilful
defaulters

owe 392k cr
to PSBs

PUBLIC SECTOR BANKS have
reported a 20% jump in the out-
standing loans by nearly 9,000
wilful defaulters who collectively
owed to lenders more than
392,000 crore at the end of
March thisyear.The outstanding
loans by wilful defaulters rose to
392,376 croreattheend of FY17
against 76,685 croreat the end
of March 2016,a jump of 20.4%.

At the same time, there has
been close to 10% increase in
number of wilful defaulters on
annual basis. The number of wil-
ful defaultersincreased to 8,915
at the end of March against
8,167 in the previous fiscal, ac-

cording to data collated by the fi-
nance ministry. Out of 8,915
cases of wilful defaults, banks
have filed FIRs (first information
report) in 1,914 cases with out-
standingloans of 332,484 crore.

In 2016-17,27 PSBs, includ-
ing SBI and its five associates,
have written off ¥81,683 crore,
the highest in the last five fiscals
and 41% higher than the previ-
ous fiscal. SBIand its erstwhile as-
sociates alone have written off
27,574 crore NPAsin 2016-17,
according to the RBI data on
“write offs” done by PSBs. SBI
merged its five associate banks
with itself from April 1,2017.

Gross NPAs of the PSBs rose
to X6.41lakh crore at the end of
March 2017 against ¥5.02 lakh
crore a year ago. In order to
check incidences of wilful de-
fault, RBI has tightened the
norms and made it clear that
promoter of the defaulting
company cannot escape from
his responsibility even if he is
not a whole time director.
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CERC rejects IEX
plea for renewable
energy spot trading

THE CENTRAL ELECTRICITY
Regulatory Commission (CERC)
did not approve the proposal of
the Indian Energy Exchange
(IEX) to introduce spot trading
of renewable energy on its plat-
form. While the IEX expected
the mechanism to provide more
options to fulfill renewable pur-
chase obligations (RPO) of dis-
coms, encourage new capacity
addition and address the uncer-
tainties around signing of long
term PPAs and cost recovery is-
sues for renewable energy play-
ers, the CERC felt that the cur-
rent market condition is not yet
ready for the product.

The proposed green day-
ahead-market (G-DAM) was
based on the existing framework
in regular day-ahead-market,
which is also known as spot-
market in market parlance.IEX
said that renewable energy
traders could trade solar orwind
power in regular spot market if
bids in G-DAM were partially
cleared. Under the scheme, re-
newable energy sellers would
have got equivalent amount of
renewable energy certificates
(REC) for bids cleared in the spot
market. One REC is treated as
equivalent to one thousand
units of green electricity.

The regulator
also noted that since renewable
energy is infirm and unpre-
dictable in nature, spot trade of
renewables based on forecasting
will not be suitable at this stage
of development of the sector in
India. CERC also said that G-
DAM would come in conflict
with the existing products such
as feed-in tariff and REC.

Renewable energy is traded
through the REC mechanism in
the spot market. It aims to ad-
dress the mismatch between
availability of renewable energy
resources in the states and the
requirement of the obligated
entities to meet their RPO,
which mandates that all elec-
tricity distribution licensees
should purchase or produce a
minimum specified quantity of
their requirements from re-
newable energy sources.

REC trading is supposed to
take place once in a month in
the exchange.
